Outdoor Activities:  
 Sabino Canyon Recreation Area is located north on Sabino Canyon Road about ten 
minutes from here.  Here you can enjoy many hiking trails, Visitor Center, and tours.  This is 
in the Coronado National Forest.    
 Udall Recreation Center  is located right across the street at 7200 E. Tanque Verde.  
Just walk across the street to the outdoor track.  Check in at the desk for other activities such 
as tennis and basketball or other indoor activities.  They also have a senior center open to the 
public.   
 Saguaro National Park is located  on Old Spanish Trail about ten minutes from here is 
another great place for hiking.   
 
We have also left several brochures for Restaurants in the drawer in the kitchen to the left of 
the stove.  There are many more nearby, some within walking distance, others within 3-5 
minutes drive.  Safeway is the nearest Grocery Store.  This is right across the street from 
Colonia Verde which is also within walking distance.
